Can you please make sure you hear them read at home and write a comment in their reading record book about how well they did or if they struggled? This will help us assess their reading ability and keep track of how much they read outside of school. 
PE

We will be doing PE on Tuesdays and Wednesdays so please can you make sure your child has a full PE kit in school. The PE kit should be a green t-shirt, black shorts and black daps. Also on these days can you please remove earrings and make sure long hair is tied back. This is part of our PE policy and any children not following this will not be allowed to do PE. 
Rewards
We give lots of rewards in Year 1 through stickers and team points. These are given for a number of reasons, for example, working hard, positive behaviour, a willingness to help etc. The children have ‘Golden Time’ on a Friday afternoon.  

We also have a whole class target which is to collect 10 cherries. They can earn cherries by the class showing positive behaviour during a lesson, for working hard on a piece of work or for winning the class of the week for attendance.
